1. Reaching French-Speaking Québec with the Gospel

Dear Co-Laborers in Christ, 

The Grand reopening of the Church is almost here.  The week of meetings is September 3-7, 2003.  

We have been preparing for this Grand reopening through mass literature distribution.  We have had lots of help and have passed out over 30,000 John and Romans booklets and invitation flyers.  

We had two church youth groups from the U.S. come to Quebec to help us distribute this literature and spread the Gospel to the people of Gatineau.  We distributed the Gospel of John and the Epistle to the Romans, extracts from the Holy Bible, in booklet form.  We had a customized cover printed for the John and Romans booklets.  On this cover are our church name, coordinates, an invitation & Web Site address.  We offer a New Testament & Bible correspondence course.  There is also a plan of salvation in the back.   

The youth group and leaders from New Hope Baptist Church, Hutchinson, KS, came for a week in July.  The youth group and leaders from First Baptist Church, Canton, MI, came for a week in August.  Each group made an immense impact in distributing the Gospel literature.  They also got to see first hand what a difficult mission field this is.  Although the positive stories far outweigh the negative ones, the rejection of the Gospel that some in the groups experienced will have a lasting impact on them.  Here are just a few stories of the resistance the young people and adults from the groups experienced:  Gospel tracts were defiantly crumbled up and thrown down.  A John & Romans booklet was torn in pieces in front of them.  Stephanie, from Michigan, handed a John & Romans (God’s Word) to a young man who, as he continued down the street, lit the booklet on fire and tossed it into the street.  As Debby, Rebekah and Joshua were distributing together, a young woman began abusively cussing out Debby, in front of our young children and hers.  She then threw the John and Romans booklet at my family, striking 9-year-old Rekekah in the eye with the corner of the booklet.  Jesus said in John 15:18, “If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated you.”

However, we have already had some responses as a result of the distribution.  We have had visitors, phone calls and E-mails from people interested in our services.  We are planing to start an AWANA bible club in the fall.  There has been interest in that as well.  Pray that we will have many more responses and visitors to the church, that the work here will grow and that the Lord will bless our efforts to reach the French-speaking people of Gatineau, Québec with the good news of Jesus Christ.  

Please pray daily for our Grand Re-opening Evangelistic meetings Sept. 3-7, 2003.  Put this on your prayer lists; have special prayer meetings for this new church.

Please pray that our distribution of 40,000 John & Romans booklets & invitation flyers is effective and that many will come to the Grand re-opening, and for souls to be saved.

 Pray that these Bible portions would touch lives and would lead them to salvation in Christ.
