             Reaching French-Speaking Québec with the Gospel

Dear Co-Laborers in Christ, 

We are preparing to start an AWANA Bible club in French in a few weeks.  We have just received the long awaited French translations of the new Truth & Training Club handbooks and leaders materials.  We received a gift from the Awana clubs and ladies fellowship of our sending church, Cheney Baptist Church, Cheney, Kansas.  It is enough to start this Bible club ministry.  Amen!

We painted an Awana game circle in the fellowship hall of our rented church building.  In preparation,  we first sanded the whole concrete floor, 1,600 square feet, then gave it two coats of gray paint.  An Awana missionary, Dave Kinsey, came to review the material with us.  This was in English, because he doesn’t speak French.  Dave then helped me paint the Awana game circle (square).  This took us about 10 hours.  It looks great.  We are now in the process of reviewing the French Awana materials.  We will soon hold an Awana training meeting in French to train the people in our church who want to be leaders in the Bible clubs.  We will have a Sparks club (Flammèches), K-2 and Truth & Training (Vérité, Instruction & Engagement, V.I.E.) 3rd grade and up.  Please pray for the many contacts and prospects we have for the Awana clubs as well as publicity efforts.  Through Awana, our goal is reaching boys and girls in Gatineau (Ga-tee-no) with the gospel of Christ and training them to serve Him.  At the same time Awana clubs are an avenue to reach parents and families as well.
 Michel is saved and is a candidate for scriptural baptism.  We recently finished a Bible study on baptism.  Like most French Quebecers, he has a Catholic background and was baptized as an infant.  After studying the scriptures, Michel now understands that baptism is a symbol of the Gospel and the first act of obedience to God after we are saved.  However, in a society that is predominately Catholic, being baptized scripturally is a major step.  Because it is a public profession of faith in Jesus Christ alone as Savior, it marks a separation in this society and sometimes family and friends.  Michel and his wife Lise have two boys, Jude and Phillip.  Jude is in 2nd grade and will be in Awana.  Michel also wants to be an Awana leader.  Please pray that the Lord will work in Michel’s life and use his step of baptism to be a testimony to his family and friends.  Pray that his wife Lise and their boys would trust Christ as their Savior.

· Pray as Michel plans to follow the Lord in believer’s baptism & that his family would be saved.
